As you may already know, we pride ourselves in bringing our customers “a great steak at a great price”. You may be aware of some of our unique history.  Monti's La Casa Vieja was built in 1871 by Charles Trumbull Hayden and was the founding pioneer home of Tempe, Arizona.  In 1877 the Haydens’ son (who became Senator Carl Hayden of Arizona) was born in one of the rustic front rooms where people can still dine today.  Senator Hayden was recently voted the “most important person in Arizona history”. 

La Casa Vieja (“the Old House” in Spanish) served as a place for travelers to rest, a warehouse for goods and finally became a restaurant.   When Leonard F. Monti, Sr. purchased it in 1954, he built up his restaurant business to its current volume of 500,000 customers each year.  He took pride in Arizona’s history and collected hundreds of pieces of memorabilia of the Old West, which is on display throughout the restaurant today.

Since then, Leonard’s son, Michael has continued on in his father’s footsteps in bringing his customers excellent food and service.  He can be seen taking groups (upon request) on tours throughout the old house.

With over 24,000 square feet of rambling adobe house, Monti’s is able to offer 14 unique banquet rooms.   Families have been gathering for celebrations, rehearsal dinners and even weddings for many years.  Monti’s now caters to any location as well.
